The LEA is
certified by the California Integrated Waste Management Board to enforce state laws and

Description of Project and [ItA s Preliminary Determination

Acme Landfill is a solid waste landfill located at 950 Waterbird Way, Martinez,
California. On August 12, 2010, the LEA accepted for review an application package



from Acme Landfill requesting an amendment to the Report of Facility Information. The
amendment was seeking to add a waste shredder for use in the shredding of construction
and demolition debris and to use the shredded construction and demolition debris as
alternative daily cover. No other changes are under consideration at this time.

The LEA finds that the proposed change is consistent with the facility’s solid waste
facility permit (#07-AA-0002), the state minimum standards, and the facility’s current
CEQA documents.

The decision to approve the amendment must be made by the LEA within 30 days of the
date the application was deemed complete as required by Statute. The amendments were
